Also 

Bishop Strickland’s valuable insights and constructive counsel 

reach a national audience weekly on The Bishop Strickland 

Hour – hosted by Virgin Most Powerful Radio.

Fr. Greg Bramlage  is the President 

and Founder of Missionaries of the New 

Evangelization, an international apostolate 

of prayer and teaching in Evangelization and 

Deliverance Ministry. He has evangelized 

at Parish Missions and Conferences throughout the U.S., 

Africa, India, Central and South America. He has served in 

the Deliverance Ministry since 1996, helping priests, religious 

and laity receive freedom from Demonic Oppression. 

He is headquartered in the Diocese of Tyler, Texas and is 

currently working to build a Center for Prayer.

Deacon Keith A. Fournier holds his 

Bachelor’s degree in theology and philosophy 

from the Franciscan University of Steubenville, 

his Master’s Degree in Marriage and Family 

Theology from the John Paul II Institute of the 

Lateran University, his Masters of Philosophy in Moral Theology 

from the Catholic University, and his Juris Doctor Law Degree 

from the University of Pittsburgh School of Law. In the 1980’s he 

served as Dean of Students and Dean of Evangelization at the 

Franciscan University of Steubenville and hosted several series for 

the Eternal Word Television Network. Deacon Fournier currently 

assists Bishop Strickland as a Deacon in the Diocese of Tyler, Texas, 

where he serves as General Legal Counsel, Director of Deacon 

Formation and Dean of Catholic Identity. He and his wife Laurine 

have been married for 47 years and have five grown children, eight 

grandchildren, and he has been ordained for 27 years.

Peter Herbeck is the Executive Vice 

President and Director of Missions for 

Renewal Ministries. For more than thirty 

years, he has been actively involved in 

evangelization and Catholic renewal 

throughout the US, Canada, Asia, Africa and Eastern Europe. 

Peter is the co-host of the weekly television show, The Choices 

We Face. He hosts the daily radio show Fire on the Earth. He is 

a frequent conference speaker, has authored When the Spirit 

Comes in Power, When the Spirit Speaks, and numerous booklets, 

and is a frequent contributor to Renewal Ministries’ popular 

YouTube channel. Peter and his wife, Debbie, have four children 

and nine grandchildren, and reside in Ann Arbor, Michigan.

Bishop Jeffrey Grob was ordained to 

the priesthood for the Archdiocese of 

Chicago in 1992, and as auxiliary bishop 

in 2022. He has served the archdiocese 

as judicial vicar from 2013 to 2015, 

chancellor from 2015 to 2017 and archbishop’s liaison to 

lay ecclesial movements and new communities from 2015 

to the present. He has a Licentiate in Sacred Theology 

and a Doctorate in both Canon Law and Philosophy.  He 

received his doctorate in Philosophy after writing a thesis 

on the Rite of Exorcism, regarding evil spirits, possession, 

and the dangers of the Occult. He has served many years as 

Director for the Ministry of Healing and Liberation in the 

Archdiocese of Chicago, and brings with him a wealth of 

knowledge and experience.
